Emergency Solutions Grant Program

INTRODUCTION
This Request for Proposal (RFP) solicits proposals for the 2011 - 2012 program year to implement

projects that may be funded with Emergency Solutions Grant funds. Funds will be made available to
eligible applicants, based on a demonstrated need.

As part of Guam’s Five Year Consolidated Plan (ConPlan) 2010 - 2014 it is the priority of Guam to
assist homeless individuals and families to provide supportive services but most importantly, to obtain
a decent living environment.

GHURA'’s objective through this RFP is to secure an organization to provide professional services to
implement and administer eligible activities. If awarded the contract for services will be for a period
of one year.

BACKGROUND
Guam received funding from the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) for its

Emergency Shelter Grant Program. Guam Housing and Urban Renewal Authority (GHURA) is the
administering agency for HUD-funded activities in Guam.

On November 15, 2011 HUD released an Interim regulation for the new Emergency Solutions Grant
program. The interim rule revises the Emergency Shelter Grant regulations, with this revision to the
program the name has also changed; it is now the Emergency Solutions Grant program.

The Emergency Solutions Grant builds upon the existing program, but includes new activities in order
to emphasize assisting people to quickly regain stability in permanent housing after experiencing a
housing crises and/or homelessness. To reflect this new emphasis, the Emergency Solutions Grant
program expands the homeless prevention component of the Emergency Shelter Grant program and
adds a new Rapid Re-housing Assistance component.

Under the new Emergency Solutions Grant Guam is required to amend Guam’s ConPlan. As the
administering agency, GHURA has submitted an amendment to HUD for approval. The amendment
will bring Guam’s homeless strategy and resources available in line with the revisions to the program.
Although this RFP requests proposal based on the Emergency Solutions Grant Program, GHURA is
awaiting HUD’s approval of the ConPlan and the publication of the Final rule for the new Emergency
Solutions Grant to come into effect.

RFP PROCESS
GHURA has chosen this process to screen eligible service providers for organizational capacity and
reasonableness of costs. The evaluation criterions are described below.

RFP Pre-Proposal Conference will be held on December 28, 2011, at 10:00 a.m., at GHURA's Office of
Community Planning and Development conference room, located in the GCIC Building, 414 W. Soledad
Ave., Suite 306, Hagatna, Guam. GHURA will accept verbal or written questions, inquires or
clarifications during this Pre-Proposal Conference. Deadline to submit written questions, inquiries or
clarifications is December 30 at 4:00 p.m. GHURA will issue written response that will be made
available to all applicants no later than January 6, 2012.

VIL. DEFINITION OF HOMELESSNESS (SEC. 103. [42 USC 11302]
(1) An individual or family who lacks a fixed, regular, and adequate nighttime residence, meaning:
i. Anindividual or family with a primary nighttime residence that is a public or private place
not designed for or ordinarily used as a regular sleeping accommodation for human beings,
including a car, park, abandoned building, bus or train station, airport, or camping ground;




ii. An individual or family living in a supervised publicly or privately operated shelter
designated to provide temporary living arrangements (including congregate shelters,
transitional housing and hotels and motels paid for by charitable organizations or by federal,
state, or local government programs for low-income individuals; or

iii. An individual who is exiting an institution where he or she resided for 90 days or less and
who resided in an emergency shelter or place not meant for human habitation immediately
before entering that institution;

(2) An individual or family who will imminently lose their primary nighttime residence, provided that:

i. The primary nighttime residence will be lost within 14 days of the date of application for
homeless assistance;

ii. No subsequent residence has been identified; and

iii. The individual or family lacks the resources or support networks, e.g., family, friends, faith-
based or other social networks, needed to obtain other permanent housing;

(3) Unaccompanied youth under 25 years of age, or families with children and youth, who do not
otherwise qualify as homeless sunder this definition but who:

i. Are defined as homeless under section 387 of the Runaway and Homeless Youth Act (42
U.S.C. 5732a), section 637 of the Head Start Act (42 U.S.C. 9832), section 41403 of the
Violence Against Women Act of 1994 (42 U.S.C. 14043e-2), section 330(h) of the Public
Health Service Act (42 U.S.C. 254b(h)), section 3 of the Food and Nutrition Act of 2008 (7
U.S.C. 2012), section 17(b) of the Child Nutrition Act of 1966 (42 U.S.C. 1786(b)) or section
725 of the McKinney-Vento Homeless Assistance Act (42 U.S.C. 11434a);

ii. Have not had a lease, ownership interest, or occupancy agreement in permanent housing at
any time during the 60 days immediately preceding the date of application for homeless
assistance;

iii. Have experienced persistent instability as measured by two moves or more during the 60-
day period immediately preceding the date of applying for homeless assistance; and

iv. Can be expected to continue in such status for an extended period of time because of chronic
disabilities, chronic physical health or mental health conditions, substance addiction,
histories of domestic violence or childhood abuse (including neglect), the presence of a child
or youth with a disability, or two or more barriers to employment, which include the lack of a
high school degree or General Education Development (GED), illiteracy, low English
proficiency, a history of incarceration or detention for criminal activity, and a history of
unstable employment; or

(4) Any individual or family who:

i. [s fleeing, or is attempting to flee, domestic violence, dating violence, sexual assault,
stalking, or other dangerous or life-threatening conditions that relate to violence against
the individual or a family member, including a child, that has either taken place within the
individual’s or family’s primary nighttime residence or has made the individual or family
afraid to return to their primary nighttime residence;

ii.  Hasno other residence; and

iii. ~ Lacks the resources or support networks, e.g., family, friends, faith-based or other social

networks, to obtain other permanent housing.

VIII. SCOPE OF SERVICES
GHURA'’s objective with this RFP is to solicit eligible entities to implement and administer the new

Emergency Solutions Grant Program. The goal of the program is to assist those who are homeless and
in danger of becoming homeless by assisting individuals and families regain stability in permanent
housing and providing essential services. The ESG program places a greater focus on homelessness
prevention for persons at risk of homelessness and rapid re-housing assistance for homeless persons.




HUD has designed the ESG program based on five components. However, based on the amount of
funding received GHURA will focus on two of the five components, they are as follows:

1. Homelessness Prevention

2. Rapid Re-housing

Homelessness Prevention is available to persons below 30% Area Medium Income and persons who
are homeless or at risk of becoming homeless. Rapid Re-housing is available for those who are
homeless by providing assistance to homeless individuals or families to move into permanent housing
and achieve housing stability, for a more detailed description see Section VI Eligible Activities.

Fair Housing Act: Title VIII of the Civil Rights Act of 1968 (Fair Housing Act), as amended, prohibits
discrimination in the sale, rental, and financing of dwellings, and in other housing-related transactions,
based on race, color, national origin, religion, sex, familial status (including children under the age of 18
living with parents of legal custodians, pregnant women, and people securing custody of children under
the age of 18), and handicap (disability).

Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964: Title VI prohibits discrimination on the basis of race, color, or
national origin in programs and activities receiving federal financial assistance.

Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973: Section 504 prohibits discrimination based on disability in
any program or activity receiving federal financial assistance.

Section 109 of Title I of the Housing and Community Development Act of 1974: Section 109 prohibits
discrimination on the basis of race, color, national origin, sex or religion in programs and activities
receiving financial assistance from HUD’s Community Development and Block Grant Program.

Title II of the Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990: Title II prohibits discrimination based on disability
in programs, services, and activities provided or made available by public entities. HUD enforces Title II
when it relates to state and local public housing, housing assistance and housing referrals.

Architectural Barriers Act of 1968: The Architectural Barriers Act requires that buildings and facilities
designed, constructed, altered, or leased with certain federal funds after September 1969 must be
accessible to and useable by handicapped persons.

Age Discrimination Act of 1975: The Age Discrimination Act prohibits discrimination on the basis of age in
programs or activities receiving federal financial assistance.

Title IX of the Education Amendments Act of 1972: Title IX prohibits discrimination on the basis of sex in
education programs or activities that receive federal financial assistance.

Fair Housing-Related Presidential Executive Orders:

Executive Order 11063: Executive Order 11063 prohibits discrimination in the sale, leasing, rental, or
other disposition of properties and facilities owned or operated by the federal government or provided
with federal funds.

Executive Order 11246: Executive Order 11246, as amended, bars discrimination in federal employment
because of race, color, religion, sex, or national origin.

Executive Order 12892: Executive Order 12892, as amended, requires federal agencies to affirmatively
further fair housing in their programs and activities, and provides that the Secretary of HUD will be
responsible for coordinating the effort. The Order also establishes the President’s Fair Housing Council,
which will be chaired by the Secretary of HUD.

Executive Order 12898: Executive Order 12898 requires that each federal agency conduct its program,

policies, and activities that substantially affect human health or the environment in a manner that does not
exclude persons based on race, color, or national origin.

Executive Order 13166: Executive Order 13166 eliminates, to the extent possible, limited English
proficiency as a barrier to full and meaningful participation by beneficiaries in all federally-assisted and
federally conducted programs and activities.

Executive Order 13217: Executive Order 13217 requires federal agencies to evaluate their policies and

programs to determine if any can be revised or modified to improve the availability of community-based
living arrangements for persons with disabilities.
